Warm weather health expectations 

 

As we move into a period of warmer weather, we would like to thank you for your 

support in helping us keep children safe, comfortable and ready to learn during the 

school day. 

To ensure that all children are protected from the sun and remain well hydrated, 

please ensure that your child comes to school each day with: 

 

• Sun cream applied before arriving at school. 

• A labelled bottle of sun cream so that they can reapply it during the school 

day as needed. 

• A summer hat to wear during outdoor activities and break times. 

• A labelled water bottle, which can be refilled throughout the day.

Warm weather uniform expectations 

 

During periods of particularly hot weather, we are happy to make sensible 

adaptations to the uniform expectations in order for children to remain 

comfortable.  Mrs Gallagher will share via email, a warm weather uniform 

adaptation the night before predicted warm weather. 

 

• Children to wear their routine school uniform without 

their school jumpers/cardigans and without their ties. Open necked shirts 

are permitted.  

• We recommend school shorts, school short sleeved shirts and school 

summer dresses.

Black school shoes 

 

We would like to take this opportunity to thank all parents and carers for ensuring 

that your child/children are dressed appropriately in line with our school uniform 

expectations.  
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We would like to kindly remind all parents of the importance of our school uniform. A 

consistent and smart approach to uniform helps foster a sense of belonging, pride in 

our school community and supports our high expectations for behaviour and 

learning. Children who feel part of a shared school identity are better placed to 

focus on their learning and contribute positively to school life. 

 

As we approach the end of the summer term, we recognise that many children may 

have outgrown their school shoes. Where family financial circumstances allow, we 

continue to ask that families purchase replacement black school shoes to enable 

your child/children to feel part of the shared school identity.  

 

However, we understand that this may not always be possible for some families, at 

the end of a term. Therefore, as an exception, plain black trainers may be worn 

during the remainder of the summer term.

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WhatsApp parent/carer groups 

At our school, we greatly value the positive relationships we build with families and 

recognise the important role that good communication plays in supporting our 

children. 

Many year groups have parent-led WhatsApp groups, and these can be a helpful 

way for parents to seek routine clarification from one another regarding practical 

matters such as homework deadlines, school events, trip reminders or items needed 

for school. 

However, we would like to remind parents that WhatsApp groups are not always the 

most appropriate place to raise concerns about individual children, incidents or 

school matters. Information shared through social media or messaging platforms can 

sometimes be incomplete or misunderstood, which may unintentionally lead to 

confusion or unnecessary worry. 

If you have a concern relating to your own child, we strongly encourage you to 

contact your child's class teacher in the first instance. Class teachers are best 

placed to provide accurate information, answer questions and resolve concerns 

quickly and effectively. 

On the rare occasion that a matter cannot be suitably addressed at class teacher 

level, parents/carers may wish to make an appointment with Mrs Eddy, Head of 

School, who will be happy to discuss the issue further and work towards a positive 

resolution. 

We are committed to working in partnership with all families and appreciate your 

support in ensuring that concerns are directed to the appropriate member of staff 

so that they can be addressed promptly, professionally and fairly.
