Age Range: Y3/4

e Working on Times Table Rockstars -

e Get a piece of paper and ask your child
to show everything that they have
learned in their online Maths lesson.
This could be pictures, diagrams,
explanations, methods etc. They can be
as creative as they want to be.

You could share a story together. This
could be a chapter book where you read
and discuss a chapter a day.

Listen to your child read and let them
discuss what they have read.
Encourage them to read with expression
and intonation.

Watch Newsround and discuss what is
happening in the wider world.

Get your child to read a book on Oxford
Owl, discuss what your child enjoyed
about the book.

Get your child to read a text on
Education City and complete the
activities. These focus on
comprehension skills.

Explore new vocabulary you find when
reading. What are the origins of this
word? Can it be modified? Can you find
any synonyms or antonyms for your new
word?

With your child, look in magazines,
newspapers and books for new
vocabulary they are unfamiliar with.
They could use a highlighter to highlight
in magazines and newspapers.

e Practise the Year 3/4 for Common
Exception words.

e Practise your spelling on Sumdog

e Practise your spelling on Spelling
Frame

e Choose 5 Common Exception words.
Write a synonym, antonyms, the
meaning and an example of how to use
the word in a sentence. Can the word be
modified?

e Choose 5 Common Exception words
and practise spelling them using across
and down. Write the word across the
page then down the page, e.g.

Write a diary entry to a family member
telling them all about how their day or
week has been.

Write a book review for one of the books
they have read. Remember to say what
they have enjoyed or not and who they
would recommend the book to?

Draw a scientific diagram of the water
cycle then add labels and captions to
explain how it works.
