Build an indoor den and have an imaginary celebration with
their toys.

How many different types of celebrations are there? Who celebrates
Christmas? St Patricks? St George? St David? Easter? Eid?
Diwali? Chinese New Year? and how?

Which celebrations have they taken part in? What usually happens?

Encouraging your child to have some focused mindfulness time is a great way to

help them cope with any difficult feelings. Mindfulness activities also contribute to brain health and general
wellbeing. Your child can start with short amounts of time and build up as they develop the ability to be still,
calm and quiet.

For this activity you need something that you will be able to balance on top of your stomach in a
lying down position. You could use a pebble / shell / soft toy. This activity will help your body and
brain to feel relaxed and calm. Try to find a quiet space where you can lie down for a few minutes
without any interruptions.

Lie down on your back, with your legs straight and then place the item you chose onto your
stomach. Relax your arms down by your sides. Close your eyes and concentrate on your breathing.
Can you feel your chest moving up and down? See if you can make your breathing slower and
deeper, so that your stomach starts to rise and fall too. Can you feel the pebble / object moving up
and down as you breathe? Keep focusing on your breathing and the feeling of your stomach rising
and falling. Aim to keep going for about 3 to 4 minutes.
